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THE CONCEPTUALIZATION OF RECREATION IN MODERN CONDITIONS

Abstract

The conceptual basis of recreation as a socio-economic phenomenon and an industry under
modern conditions of national economy development is actualized. The mental and physical
analysis, social and geographical analysis, natural and environmental analysis, and economic
factors of forming the concept of ‘recreational equilibrium’ are analyzed. The definition of the
balanced recreation development as a permanent process of returning to the conflict interaction
among the recreational activities to equilibrium through government regulation is formulated. The
synthesis of factors of the balanced recreational development is schematically shown. They are
grouped under the criteria such as the humanist orientation, intra-industry complexity, traditional
sustainability, territorial and sectoral divisibility, interconnectedness of programmes and
mechanisms, market sophistication, rational for scientific principles of the national economy.
